Step 1 

When you are ready to start using the mobile video conferencing system, connect the device to the power supply.  
You will find the connector on the back of the unit. 
The Polycom does not have a power on/off switch, but will turn on automatically once connected to power. 

 

Step 2 

Connect the USB cable to the mobile VK unit and to the computer you want to use.  

The microphone and camera will be displayed in your video conferencing software. 

You can now control the system (camera, speaker volume, selection: manual or automatic camera

• Deactivate speaker tracking to manually select the image section you want to transmit. 

• If the system does not work when controlled via the remote control, e.g. the camera does not zoom, there are two possible 
causes: 

 
1. No manual control of the camera is possible, because the automatic speaker tracking is deactivated. You 

deactivate this via button 8 on the remote control. 
 

2. The system and the remote control have disconnected. Please pair the devices. 
To do this, simultaneously press the mute button (6) on the remote control and the Bluetooth button on the bottom of the 
video conferencing system.
